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Gender in agro-silvopastoral production systems of Tunisia: Tataouine, Medenine and Zaghouan (Ouled Sbaihia)

The purpose of this study is to explore gender roles, relations, constraints and opportunities in livestock production in interdependent
agricultural systems of Tunisia, constituting of forest, rangelands and/or agriculture. Overall, there is very little research conducted on
gender issues (such as roles, relations, and responsibilities) in agriculture in Tunisia, even less so in rangelands. The FAO factsheet on
gender and agriculture in Tunisia was last updated in 1994 (see http://www.fao.org/docrep/v9321e/v9321e00.htm). This study is
therefore an important step towards filling this research gap and particularly bridging gender issues across roles, decision-making
power, participation in public life and entrepreneurship, access to resources, innovation adoption, and adaptation to climate change.

Combining analysis of roles, decision-making power, adoption of innovation, adaptation to clime change, and access to resources with
gender perspective helps draw a fuller picture of obstacles and gender gaps to development success in rural areas and the ways women
overcome them. The past decade has brought significant changes in rural areas of Tunisia which remain understudied, especially from
a gender lens. These considerations are important for Tunisia as women increasingly participate in agriculture due to male out-
migration and intensification of the agricultural sector.

The selection of study communities was based on purposive, maximum diversity sampling in various ecosystems. In three case study
areas of Tataouine, Medenine and Zaghouan (Ouled Sbaihia) which differ in biophysical dynamics. Participants are selected based on
their gender, marital status, social class, as well as participation in public life, projects, and entrepreneurship. The three case studies
involve interviewing 20 men and 20 women and conducting 4 Focus Groups with 20 men and 20 women as following:
